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The purposes of the study were to explore baccalaureate nursing  

students’ perceptions of clinical learning experiences and compare the similarities and 

differences in students’ perceptions of clinical learning experiences between Taiwan 

and Finland. Purposeful sampling and primary selection were used to select good 

informants. Sixty six nursing students in a baccalaureate nursing program in Taiwan 

and 42 nursing students in its linkage program in Finland participated in this study. 

Open-ended and semi-structured interview skills, log, as well as observational method 

were used to collect data. The interview was audiotaped, and then transcribed. 

Informants were given an informed consent form. Informants were assured of 

confidentiality about data, schools, and clinical practice settings. The data analysis 

begins when the data is collected. Researchers and research assistant analyzed data to 

make sure reliability. Validity was checked by the informant. The finding showed that 

clinical learning experiences could be divided into the following categoires, including 
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support system, nursing student’s image, nursing activity, professional value, and 

personal relationship.
